	Every child had the opportunity to take part in swimming and balance bikes this year. The timetable was ready for September and this meant that by Week 2 Autumn 1 these activities were already taking place, so more pupils had the opportunity to experience a range of activities. Every child experienced 2hrs of PE a week being delivered by coaches, teachers or as part of lessons. 

The Sensory circuit that has been created with the new equipment purchased has produced very encouraging results. The physical activities have helped the children who are over reactive to feel calmer and those children who are under reactive to feel more alert. By being able to provide a Sensory circuit, we are helping our pupils Improve their attention and focus for learn. 

The sensory circuit is set up every morning and is embedded into the morning routine. 








	Based on the success of the timetable every year it will be distributed to teachers by July. This will mean RAs will be in place and activities will get started as soon as possible. 
The amount of activities on the TT will continue to increase.

	Enjoyment and engagement was had by all students who took part in the scooter workshop. Some parents were astonished to see their child using the scooter and were eager to get them using it at home! 



All pupils have had the opportunity to experience balance bikes once every term. All the pupils have increased in confidence and all pupils’ engagement in the sessions increased over time. Most pupils mounted the bike and were using their legs to propel themselves and some pupils learnt to cycle independently. Those pupils who could already cycle worked on their control, braking and steering.
